Re: Direct GST Payment


This letter is an outline of how the direct G.S.T. payment actually works.


We will forward your entries to you by courier on a weekly basis.  You will be invoiced for any Duties and our brokerage fees, plus the applicable G.S.T. on brokerage fees.  All G.S.T. on Importation will be posted to your Import Entry Report.


A special courier will be forwarded to you on the next business day following the 24th of the month.  This courier will contain a letter outlining the amount of G.S.T. for the month that will be due and payable to the “Receiver General for Canada”, and the date which we will require this cheque.  We will also attach an Import Entry Report listing bar code numbers and amounts that balance with the total G.S.T. payable. Copies of this letter and the two statements will also be faxed to you, to assure that you have ample time to prepare these cheques for payment.


The Receiver General requires your cheque by 11:00 am on the last business day of the month.  We request that you send both cheques to us by courier, two days prior to the last business day of the month, to ensure that we have your cheque for payment by 11:00 am on the last business day of the month.


Please let us know if you would be interested in the above arrangements.  Attached is an application form that, if you decide to use this method, must be photocopied onto your company letterhead with your correct legal name, and completed. Please confirm that the company name on your letterhead is complete and matches with your Business Registration Number.  We welcome any questions, and look forward to a continuation of our good relationship.
